•	 Water: on-the-move in a fountain or mister
•	 Thistle feeders: see details below
•	 Seeds, seeds, seeds: from these plants

Directions:
•	 Layer trees and shrubs with taller plants in 

back, shorter in front.
•	 Grow plants with lots of seeds, even “weedy” 

ones. Save dead flower heads—don’t remove 
until finches have eaten all the seeds. 

•	 Avoid pesticides that finches might ingest.
•	 Thistle feeders: Use a sock feeder (A) 

or mesh tube feeder (B). Fill with thistle 
seed—a finch favorite—and keep clean and 
shaded.
